BAT ALERT!

The Board for Human Care Ministry received a notice from the
IWlinois Department of Public Health regarding bat sightings in
places of worship. August is the month when bat sightings are at
their highest. If bats are seen in our church or in your home,
follow the recommendations listed below:

1. Do not touch any wildlife, especially bats.

2. If a bat is seen on the ground, cover it with a can and
call animal control.

3. Call animal control if bats are seen flying around any
building.

4. If you wake up and have a bat flying around your
bedroom or in your house for any amount of time, call
your doctor. You may never know if you’ve been bitten
since their bite is very small. Bats also aerosolize the
air with their saliva and their saliva carries rabies if
they are infected. If this is the case, you will need
rabies shots.
